You do not need to be a NAPWDA member to attend and train but you must be a 
CURRENT & in good standing NAPWDA member if you wish to certify in any of the 
certification areas offered.  PLEASE be familiar with NAPWDA By-Laws and 
Certification rules as they will be followed for certification purposes, NO EXCEPTIONS, a 
copy of the By-Laws and Certification Rules will be available at the workshop or can be 
viewed / printed from the NAPWDA web page at;  www.napwda.com/about/.
